He
attended Buena Vista College and the University of lowa, receiving his B.A. from the University of
Iowa. He attended Iowa Law School and received his J.D. in 1965.

On July 1, 1974, he took office
as a district associate judge, and he served as such till his death on January 21, 1998, at McKennon
Hospital, Sioux Falls, SD., a period of over 23 years.
